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Foreword
Romans in the Land of the Golden Fleece

From the times of Pompeius Magnus to the period of the Persian Wars of Justinian | the Great, Roman military
expeditions passed through Colchis and Iberia many times. However, the Roman Empire never permanently con-
quered the territory of Georgia. For this reason, diplomatic relations were also maintained with the local rulers,
especially the kings of Iberia. The first centuries AD were a time of intense cultural exchange (through diplomacy
and trade) between the southern Caucasus and the eastern provinces of the Roman Empire. Traces of these
relations include valuable artefacts, found in elite burials and deposits, which we can see today in the Batumi Ar-
chaeological Museum, among others. This is no coincidence, as local communities living on the Black Sea coast
from Trebizond to the Caucasus had particularly close relations with the Romans. These areas were also home
to garrisons subordinate to the governor of the Roman province of Cappadocia.

Today, a particular trace of the Roman military presence on the Colchis coast are the remains of the Roman
and Byzantine fort of Apsaros (Gonio), located south of Batumi. The spectacular ruins attract not only numerous
tourists but also archaeologists.

Excavations led by Georgian scientists have been going on here for several decades. For the past ten years,
scholars and students from Poland, from the University of Warsaw, have also been participating in the research.

It is not only the new discoveries at Apsaros that are the result of Georgian-Polish scientific cooperation. The
26th Limes Congress, which will take place in 2024 in Batumi, is also organised together by the Cultural Heritage
Protection Agency of Ajara and the University of Warsaw.

We believe that this is only the beginning of a fruitful cooperation, which is also evidenced by this book.
